On Tuesday, January 22, it was Bishop Hartley's
distinct honor to welcome Dr. Susan Zelman,
Ohio State Superintendent of Education, for a
visit to the school in order to provide a
demonstration of its technology program and
the benefits it brings to students in the
classroom.  Dr. Zelman believes that all
children can learn and achieve in an educational
system with high expectations and multiple
pathways to succeed.  Each year, she visits
schools and universities to discuss and share
education strategies.

On her visit to Bishop Hartley, Dr. Zelman was
joined by The Most Reverend Frederick F.
Campbell, Bishop of the Diocese of Columbus,
for this rare visit by the head of the Ohio
Department of Education to a parochial school.
Other guests attending for the day included Dr.
Ray Heipp, Executive Director, SmartEd
Services, and Mr. Michael Belcher, Education
Director, Hewlett-Packard.

Dr. Zelman's visit consisted of a morning and an
afternoon session, with an opportunity
between sessions for a casual lunch with
visitors and also some of Bishop Hartley's
students and teachers -- Fulvia Fowler,  Andrea
Niswander, Curt Hansen, and Dun Zhang -- in
the school library.

During the morning session, the group was
Introduced to Bishop Hartley's background and
five school cornerstones -- faith, preparation,
community, service and spirit -- and a brief

overview of the technology program by
Mr. Ken Collura, Director of Technology for
Bishop Hartley High School and Director of
School Communications and Instructional
Technologies for the Office of Catholic Schools,
Diocese of Columbus.  Mr. Collura shared with
the group a brief history of the PC tablet program
at Bishop Hartley and the philosophy of

technology’s role in the
classroom as an invisible
tool to promote greater
learning. He shared his
hopes to one day apply
distance learning
techniques, currently
employed in the Mandarin
Chinese program, to
provide alternatives in
post-secondary education
options.  In the Mandarin
Chinese program, one
teacher located at Bishop
Hartley is capable -- with
the proper technological

tools -- to teach and interact in real-time with
students in varied and distant locations within
Columbus who wish to learn Mandarin Chinese.

In the afternoon session, the group of visitors
including Dr. Zelman and Bishop Campbell were
invited into several foreign language classrooms to
witness teachers, students and technology in
action.  In Mrs. Fulvia Fowler's Italian II class, the
visitors observed interaction between teacher and
student using the SMARTboard.  Miss Andrea

Niswander's Spanish I class demonstrated the use
of the Senteo product, a device which allows
students to "buzz in" answers to questions from
their seat, much like a game show.  A visit to Mr.
Hansen’s senior government class allowed Dr.
Zelman and Bishop Campbell to watch students
working with their tablet PCs.  Finally,  Dun Zhang
demonstrated distance learning and the Mandarin
Chinese program.

Following her visit to Bishop Hartley, Dr. Zelman
said, "It was a true honor to visit Bishop Hartley
High School, and to see up-close and personally ---
the amazing ways Hartley's students and teachers
make use of the great technological advances of
the 21st century.  I was also able to discuss with
students the next plateau in their own educational
endeavors, and visit several foreign language
classes.  The future of Bishop Hartley - and its
students - is very bright for central Ohio's culture
and economy, and in this instantaneous global
marketplace of ideas and jobs we all inhabit."

Bishop Hartley was truly honored to host Dr.
Zelman.  The significance of the moment was not
lost on Mr. Collura and he hopes it will not be lost
on others in the school and community.   “Bishop
Hartley was honored to have the state
superintendent visit our school, especially given
her extremely busy schedule.  We are proud of
our nationally recognized technology program
and feel honored by the attention and focus Dr.
Zelman gave it by visiting and touring our school.”
Dr. Zelman left Hartley with the intent to have
technology specialists from the Ohio Department
of Education dialogue with Bishop Hartley to
learn how they can replicate the program in more
Ohio schools in the future.

This program allows
students to complete coursework at their own pace,
while maintaining teacher involvement and progress
updates.  In helping to develop this program, [she]
tested the course from both a teacher’s and a student’s
perspective. This involved creating [her] own course,
and enrolling in an existing class.”  Laura is also an
active member of the marching band, drama
department, National Honor Society (NHS), In the
Know, and book club.

The Bishop Hartley Science Department will add an
Advanced Placement (AP) Biology course to the
curriculum beginning with the 2008-09 school year.   An
AP Biology course is the equivalent of an entry-level
course for biology majors and has college-level
expectations that include daily reading assignments and
independent work.  The AP Biology curriculum includes
a variety of topics and a substantial lab requirement.
More than 25% of the instructional time in this course
will be devoted to hands-on lab work.  In order to
complete the necessary labs, class will meet during 7th

period every day and during enrichment twice a week.
A student taking this class has the opportunity to gain
college credit for an introductory biology course.  This
can benefit a student by either allowing a future biology
major to take upper-level biology courses as a college
freshman or, for a non-biology major, it can satisfy a
science credit toward college graduation.

The three disciplines that the Church encourages during the season of Lent are prayer, fasting, and
almgiving. The students and faculty are currently incorporating these spiritual activities in the following
ways:

Prayer
� Stations of the Cross are prayed every Thursday after school in the Chapel or in the courtyard,
weather permitting.  They are led by Jason Dick, a seminarian from the Josephinum who is doing his
pastoral works training at Bishop Hartley.
� Faculty pray the Rosary every Thursday after the Stations of the Cross.   Students have been joining
in with faculty members to pray for the needs of the Hartley community.
� Friday morning Mass beginning at 7:20 AM in the chapel.
� All faculty have a copy of the Catholic Update article entitled, "Day by Day through Lent: Fasting
from the Clutter".  The faculty are encouraged to use the daily reflections as prayer at the beginning of
their classes.

Fasting
� Students and faculty are encouraged to fast on Ash Wednesday and abstain from meat on all Fridays
during Lent. Fasting from the things that clutter our lives can also bring an awareness of our need for
God.
� On March 5, Fr. Pavone, a Priest for Life, will speak to the students and faculty on the basic need to
respect life at all stages. Father Pavone is a nationally known speaker who has made appearances on the
"Today Show" and the popular EWTN network.

Almsgiving
� Buckets are placed at the end of the cafeteria serving line every Friday to collect extra change and
donations for Operation Rice Bowl, the national program of Catholic Relief Services.
�  The lenten food drive collects canned food items and money to help replenish the food pantry at
Brookwood Presbyterian Church on Livingston Ave. near Christ the King Church.  Hartley has helped
Brookwood for the past 15 years.  We are one of its major suppliers and we help to keep the pantry
operating so it may serve the needs of the poor in the local area.

This can be a frightening question that weighs on the
minds of many parents of high schoolers: “Is my child
experimenting with drugs/alcohol?”  Whether it be for
their own child or for his/her friends, concerns about the
abuse of illicit drugs/alcohol is a reality for many parents
of teenagers.

Jay R. Heller M.D., clinical associate professor of
psychiatric medicine at the University of Virginia, advises
parents to be on the look out for red flags that their child
might be abusing illicit drugs or alcohol.  Dr. Heller
suggests parents pay attention to the following warning
signs that could indicate drug/alcohol abuse:

· A sudden plunge in grades or loss of interest in school
activities

· A rapid, unexplained change in friends
· Sudden and violent mood changes, especially

depression,anger, and aggression
· Physical signs of drug or alcohol dependence: intoxication

or hangovers

If you suspect your child might have a drug or alcohol
problem don’t ignore it.  Dr. Heller says that parents need
to confront the situation head on making it very clear to
their child that the behavior is unacceptable.  They should
let the teenager know that drug and alcohol use is illegal
and unsafe and that it must stop immediately.

Parents need to be prepared to provide consequences
accordingly.  He lists several strategies for parents to use
when dealing with drugs/alcohol and their student:

· Parents should remain calm and in firm control of their
own feelings

· Seek professional intervention immediately.  Remember
that this is a health problem, and that you can begin
family counseling to determine if there are any
underlying problems

· If your teenager isn’t experimenting with drugs or alcohol,
provide encouragement and positive reinforcement.
Show your kids that you respect their good judgment
be rewarding them with more privileges and
increased responsibilities.

· Don’t get overly concerned at the first sign of alcohol or
drugs.  Many adolescents experiment briefly, but
experts say that isolated instances of experimentation
should cause concern but not panic.

Parenting teens in today’s world can be challenging and
requires courage and vigilance, not to mention a healthy
dose of charity and humility.  Remember, you don’t have to
go it alone.  Bishop Hartley provides a nurturing
environment with the goal of educating students to be the
best they can be.  We are eager to work together with
you and your student to ensure their safety, well being,
and the most positive outcome possible.
